Tuesday 3rd January – School reopens for all children and staff. 

Sunday 15th January – Reception 2023 application deadline
The deadline to apply for a Reception place for September 2023 is January 15th. Children who will be 4 by the 1st September 2023 will be starting school in September 2023. If you are a parent with a child who is starting school in September, or know of someone with a child starting school, make sure they complete the application online by the 15th January.
